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Access

Either through the main Hospital entrance (car park 1) or, alternatively, through the ERC e ntrance (car park 2) week days only.
If you arrive at front of house you need to walk round to the main lifts and come down to Lower Ground Floor take a right out of

the lift and follow the corridor round through General Management down past Clinical Skills and buzz to come through into the
ERC. There are signs up directing round to the ERC once out of the lift
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Travel from Birmingham Airport to Venue

Passengers will find Birmingham International Airport located seven miles from Birmingham city centre, with the airport's access
road clearly signposted from the A96 Birmingham International to Inverness road.

Birmingham Airport is easily accessible 24 hours a day from anywhere in the UK by public and private transport. Served by
National Express coaches direct to the terminal door, trains and by a network of taxi and bus services. There are also various
motorways and major roads leading to Birmingham if you prefer to drive yourself.

Birmingham Airport to Venu e by Train

From the airport you would need to take the free Skyrail to Birmingham International railway station. Birmingham Internationa |
railway station is directly linked to the airport passenger Terminals by SkyRail. The SkyRail operates about every 2 minutes when
the rail station is open and the journey takes less than 2 minutes.

Then you would need to take a train from Birmingham International to Birmingham New Street (10 -15 minute journey; 6 -7 trains
running an hour during the day, less frequently in the evenings and at the weekend and no trains during the night.) costing
approximately £6-7 return (leaving 14th Jan and returning 15th Jan) or £3 -4 single.

From Birmingham New Street, then take the local train to the University railway station (day retur n £1.70).

Then it is a 10 min walk from University train station to Birmingham Women's Hospital.

NB Alternatively take a taxi from airport directly to venue (approximately £25 by black cab, details below)
OR
Travel to Birmingham New Street by train then take a taxi from taxi rank there to the venue (taxi fare approximately £10)

Birmingham Airport to Venue by Bus

Many routes are available to travel by bus to and from Birmingham Airport, from the city centre and surrounding areas. Local
buses stop outside the passenger terminals and provide connections with the city centre and the surrounding districts. The 900
Airport Link operates between the passenger terminals and the city centre every 20 minutes during the day and every 30 minute s
evenings and saturdays. Travel West Midlands buses operate an exact fare system and the drivers cannot give change.
